2 Description and preparation

2.1 Setting up a 1:1 connection

You can set up a fixed connection to the patient room with the
module which is connected to the network (prismaCONNECT or
prisma HUB). The fixed connection is only to this communication
module, irrespective of which therapy device is connected to the
module.

1. Right-click on the prismaTSlab shortcut on your desktop.

2. Now select Properties in the context menu.

The serial number can be found on the module's type
plate. You can enter a name for the patient room. Entering a
name is optional.

6. To save your input, click on Apply.
or
To save your input and close the window, click OK.
or
To discard your input and close the window, click Cancel.

7. Start the prismaTSlab application via the shortcut set up on the
desktop.

8. Check whether the therapy device connected to the module is
selected automatically.

9. To provide additional therapy devices with a fixed connection
to a patient room, copy the prismaTSlab shortcut and then
enter the corresponding serial number of the module and, if
required, the name of the patient room.

Menu button

Provides access to the menu.

Sp0, window

The window with SpO, and the pulse rate opens automatically
when the Sp0, module is connected. You can close and reopen
the window again if necessary by clicking on it.

Ventilation mode list

Here you can select the ventilation mode. Please note that you
can only select one of the ventilation modes offered by the
connected therapy device.

Parameter

Here you can set the most important parameters.

Respiration status

Displays the respiration status.

Mask status symbol

Displays how well the respiratory mask is positioned and if it
displays any leaks.

Update/Reset button

Resets the changed and not yet applied ventilation modes,
SCOPE, and therapy settings by loading the current device
configuration from the device.

Respiratory air humidifier
button

Shows whether the respiratory air humidifier is connected and
switched on as well as the set humidifier level.

softSTART button

This button allows you to switch softSTART on or off during the
therapy.

If it is switched on, the remaining duration of the softSTART is
shown in minutes.

Additional information on softSTART can be found in the
instructions for use of the therapy device.

Therapy analysis button

Enables printing of the therapy analysis.

The therapy analysis is displayed for all modes and for the
respective last therapy night. The tabular overview illustrates in
detail the relevant respiratory parameters and respiratory
disorders as well as unintentional leak flow depending on the
respective pressure/pressure range over the course of the last
therapy night.

Once therapy starts, the Therapy analysis button changes to
the softSTART button. When the therapy is over, the button
changes back again.

On/off button

This button is used to start and end the therapy.

Therapy protocol button

Enables printing of the therapy protocol (see "Printing therapy
protocol").

Once therapy starts, the Therapy protocol button changes to
the Respiratory air humidifier button. When the therapy is

over, the button changes back again.

Apply button

This button is used to transfer the parameters set in prismaTSlab
to the therapy device.

Displays the current values (different values and modes are
possible depending on device version). The values currently on
the therapy device are sent to prismaTSlab approximately once a
second.

The therapy pressures shown (depending on mode P, IPAP,
EPAP, EEPAP, PDIFF) are setpoint pressures.

The frequency shown (F) is the patient's respiratory rate
averaged based on several breaths.
